2009-2018 Governance 

Parents, members of the community and other interested parties will be involved in governing the CEC.

  

A protocol for that governing involvement shall be used in the next ten-year period for the CEC.  

 

The Board will be composed of, as soon as is practical following the commencement of this Agreement, the following members.

 

Three parents shall be eligible to be CEC Board members. Among those eligible, three parents from among the eligible high schools shall be nominated by the Principals of those high schools working together to collaboratively nominate. "Parent(s)" shall be one who is the parent or guardian of a student enrolled in an eligible high school in Coweta County who might logically choose to attend CEC as a part of her/his high school career program of study.  
The then-existing CEC Board of Directors shall decide whether to accept these nominations. 

 

Nine business representatives shall be CEC Board members.

        one representing the Newnan-Coweta Chamber of Commerce (or that entity that succeeds this Chamber)

        one representing business-at-large

        one representing large business (greater than 100 employees)

        one representing small business (less than 100 employees)

        one representing the healthcare industry

        one representing high-tech industries

       one representing the Coweta County Development Authority (or that entity that succeeds this Authority) 

     two representing advanced manufacturing and other emerging  industries 

 

All Business representatives shall be nominated by collaboration among the Newnan-Coweta Chamber of Commerce and the Coweta County Development Authority.  The then-existing CEC Board shall decide whether to accept these nominations. 

 

Five education representatives shall be CEC Board members.

        one representing Secondary Faculty of CEC (nominated by Secondary Faculty of CEC)

       one representing Post-Secondary Faculty of CEC (nominated by West Central Technical College Post-Secondary Faculty of CEC)

       one representing Coweta County School System (nominated by the Superintendent of Schools) 

        one representing West Central Technical College (nominated by the President of West Central Technical College)

         one representing School Counselors in Coweta County Schools (nominated by the School Counselors in the Coweta County School System)

 

The then-existing CEC Board of Directors shall decide whether to accept these nominations.  

  

In addition, a "profile of skillsets," determined by the then-existing CEC Board to be "needed" among CEC Board representatives shall inform the selection of CEC Board members.  The "profile of skillsets" shall be shared with each of the nominating entities for their use in nominating potential CEC Board members.  The current CEC Board shall complete such a "profile of skillsets." This “profile of skillsets” may be changed during the term of this Charter as approved by a majority vote of the then-existing CEC Board of Directors.  
The then-existing CEC Board of Directors, upon a two-thirds vote, shall have the authority to increase or decrease the size of the CEC Board.
