The program also provides
the student with an avenue to pursue opportunities
in other areas of the utility industry. Learning
opportunities develop academic; technical, and
professional knowledge, work ethics, and practical
skills required for job acquisition, retention,

and advancement. The program emphasizes

a combination of electrical utility theory and

practical application necessary for employment.

The Telecommunications and Security Technology
program is designed to give students the knowledge
and skills to work in diverse fields associated with
the telecommunications industry. Course topics
range from broadband to wire line technologies, as
well as other low voltage type systems. In addition to
the technical aspects of the program, management
and leadership courses are included to better prepare
students to deal with management, accounting,
planning issues, and other skill sets related to being a \g
manager or supervisor in this area.
